Consumer Rights
When you receive any type of service for mental illness, alcoholism, drug abuse, or a developmental disability, you have the following rights under Wisconsin Statute sec. 51.61(1) and DHS 94, Wisconsin Administrative Code. Some of those rights include:
· You must be treated with dignity and respect, free from any verbal, physical, emotional or sexual abuse.

· You must be provided prompt and adequate treatment, rehabilitation and educational services appropriate for you.

· You must be allowed to participate in the planning of your treatment and care.

· You must be informed of your treatment and care including alternatives to and possible side effects of treatment, including medications.

Services are individually determined through the assessment and treatment planning process.  Individual and group options are available to meet the needs of the consumer. The following treatment options are available:

· Outpatient Substance Abuse (SA) Groups
· Matrix Intensive (SA) Outpatient
· Intoxicated Driver Program Assessment (SA)
· Psychiatric Evaluation/Medication Management

· Mental Health Individual and Group Counseling

· 24-hour Crisis Services

Groups range from meeting once per week for 1.5 hours up to 13.5 hours per week.
